Allows splitting, merging, and editing PDFs. Foxit

Reader: Provides basic PDF viewing and editing

capabilities. How do I compress a PDF file? You

can use online tools like Smallpdf, ILovePDF, or

desktop software like Adobe Acrobat to compress

PDF files without significant quality loss.
