Then, surrendering to Satan, he will clearly deviate from the faith and ... all
who do not contain Christianity in truth , will be carried away to a clear apostasy from Christ the Lord,
forcing himself to believe for God ”(Interpretation of 2 Epistle to Thessalonians, pp. 58–61). /// — Author
Biography — /// Archimandrite Panteleimon was the founder and first abbot of Holy Trinity Monastery, in
Jordanville New York. Father Panteleimon was born Peter Nizhnik on January 16, 1895 in the village of
Rechitsa, Grodno Province, Russia. Immigrating to the United States in 1913, he found work in a factory in
Chicago. Spurred by the radical changes that were occurring in his homeland due to the Revolution and Civil
War, he entered St. Tikhon’s Monastery in Pennsylvania in 1918. Quickly ordained first a deacon and then a
priest, Fr. Panteleimon was in charge of agricultural projects at the monastery. Desiring a life even more
removed from the vanity and bustle of the world, he wanted to build his own monastery far away in the
woods. Along with a fellow desirer of the quiet monastic life Ivan Kolos, (the future Archimandrite Joseph) Fr.
Panteleimon received permission to work in the Sikorsky factory in Connecticut to raise money to buy land for
a monastery. Eventually, in 1928 he was able to purchase farmland near Jordanville NY, where he started to
slowly build Holy Trinity Monastery. Facing many early challenges, including a fire that burned down the first
wooden church that was built, Fr. Panteleimon and his fellow monks nevertheless continued to labor, and
eventually were able to build a stone cathedral dedicated to The Holy Trinity, along with a large building to
house the monks and printing press. Strengthened with the movement of the St. Job of Pochaev Brotherhood from
Slovakia, which drew its roots from the famous Pochaev Lavra, the monastery continued the printing
tradition of the Pochaev monastery, and became one of the main sources for Russian language spiritual
literature and service books during the Soviet period. Father Panteleimon was a tireless compiler and author of
spiritual texts. He fell asleep in the Lord in 1984.

Thus, public anathema only brings to
the public a fait accompli of their falling away (upon heresy) from the Church. Although the heretics who have
been subjected to anathema, fell away from the Church - the Body of Christ, the question of their posthumous
fate remains an open question, since God judges them. Commandment stop ecclesial communion with heretics is
already in the letter of the Apostle Paul: ... the heretic man denies vedy, for theirs is such is subverted, and sins,
and there is self-condemned (Titus 3: 10-11.). The act of public anathema not only serves as a warning against
falling away into heresy and call to repentance for those who have already dropped out, but also becomes a
kind of church law (canon), whose knowledge is necessary for bishops, priests, and of all those who teach the
people Orthodox faith. If the lack of warning anathema signal could be a mitigating factor for fallen away,

St. Macarius of Alexandria (the Younger) The
Transfiguration of Jesus is an event reported in the New Testament when Jesus is transfigured and becomes
radiant in glory upon a mountain. The Synoptic Gospels (Matthew 17:1–8, Mark 9:2–8, Luke 9:28–36) describe
it, and the Second Epistle of Peter also refers to it (2 Peter 1:16–18). It has also been hypothesized that the
first chapter of the Gospel of John alludes to it (John 1:14). In these accounts, Jesus and three of his apostles,
Peter, James, and John, go to a mountain (the Mount of Transfiguration) to pray. On the mountain, Jesus begins
to shine with bright rays of light. Then the prophets Moses and Elijah appear next to him and he speaks with
them. Jesus is then called Son by a voice in the sky, assumed to be God the Father, as in the Baptism of Jesus.
Significance The transfiguration is one of the miracles of Jesus in the Gospels. This miracle is unique among
others that appear in the canonical gospels, in that the miracle happens to Jesus himself. Thomas Aquinas
considered the transfiguration the greatest miracle in that it complemented baptism and showed the perfection
of life in Heaven. The transfiguration is one of the five major milestones in the gospel narrative of the life of
Jesus, the others being baptism, crucifixion, resurrection, and ascension. In Christian teachings, the
transfiguration is a pivotal moment, and the setting on the mountain is presented as the point where human
nature meets God: the meeting place of the temporal and the eternal, with Jesus himself as the connecting point,
acting as the bridge between heaven and earth. Moreover, Christians consider the transfiguration to fulfill an
Old Testament messianic prophecy that Elijah would return again after his ascension (Malachi 4:5–6). Gardner
(2015, p. 218) states: The very last of the writing prophets, Malachi, promised a return of Elijah to hold out
hope for repentance before judgment (Mal. 4:5–6). ... Elijah himself would reappear in the Transfiguration. There
he would appear alongside Moses as a representative of all the prophets who looked forward to the coming of
the Messiah (Matt. 17:2–9; Mark 9:2–10; Luke 9:28–36). ... Christ's redemptive sacrifice was the purpose for
which Elijah had ministered while on earth. ...

has no special content that would not be included in other subjects that make up the program of theological
education. The subject of his attention is the shepherd . Two main questions arise as far as preparation for the
pastoral office is concerned. First, what should a shepherd be like? Second, this is what he should knowto
worthily bear his dignity? Of course, it is impossible to strictly separate these two topics, but they quite
clearly define the twofold approach of the teacher of pastoral theology to the whole variety of material to
be used by him. On the one hand, everything useful is selected that can serve the task of forming an “ideal
shepherd”. On the other hand, everything that the shepherd needs to know for his practical activity is
extracted. So naturally the course is divided into two parts. We have been given two years to complete it. So
we will dedicate the first to getting a clear idea of ​​what a shepherd should be, leaving for the second year a
more detailed explanation of everything that he needs to know so that, responding to his high appointment,
worthily fulfill all his diverse duties. Turning to the subject that will occupy us during the first year, let us
beware of straying into abstract doctrinairism, which easily turns into reasoning. Let us seek the most
unpretentious simplicity. The devout simplicity of churchly sustained thought of God is the true attitude of a
true pastor. It is perfectly conveyed by the words of the priestly prayer before reading the Gospel at the
liturgy: “ Let us correct all carnal lusts, let us go through spiritual life, all to pleasing and wise and
active.”The shepherd should be afraid of being carried away by impressions, experiences, “emotions”, by which
they determine his pastoral appearance.
